Hand Building Pez Dispenser: 

This is the introductory lesson for students to become familiar with the basic mark making tools in Adobe Photoshop.  Students use the brush tools to draw a Pez dispenser from observation.  Students are encouraged to make high lights and shadows on their drawings to create a more three dimensional Pez dispenser. 
Pattern in Object:
After reading an article and finding artwork from recently passed away Chicago artist Ed Paschke, students were asked to insert patterns into an object.  Students worked with Adobe Photoshop’s marquee tools and the magic wand tool to select areas of an image and filled the area with original or borrowed patterns.

Self Portrait: 
After practicing inserting pattern into an object, the students were allowed to explore Adobe Photoshop’s filters and image adjustment options to distort and manipulate digital photographs of themselves.  Students were encouraged to use Ed Paschke’s images as a reference and inspiration for this project.  Students were required to create three different self portraits.  This allowed students to explore the variations that could be created out of the same digital photograph.

Merging of Objects:

For the final week in the computer lab, students were given a presentation on the Chicago artist Scott Mutter.  Scott sandwiches two or more negatives together creating a new image.  These photomontages are known as his Surrational images.  Working with a similar concept, yet a much different technique, students were able cut and paste borrowed or original images into a Photoshop document.  Students worked with the smudge and clone tools and their opacity options to merge layers together.
