Newspaper Project


The Area Studies semester project is to create a newspaper on a country or major city in one of the regions studied.  Students will be assigned to groups of 4-5 students.  Within each group, the tasks will be divided equally.  Each group will select an editor and a co-editor.  The editor will be responsible for the compilation of the final paper.  The co-editor will assist the editor and help proofread the final paper.  Your grade will be based on your own work (66%) and your group’s efforts and quality of the whole newspaper (33%). 

Part A - ARTICLE Requirements: 

· Each article should be a minimum of 2 paragraphs and at least 200 words in length.

· Each article must have a relevant “real” picture with a caption.

· Each article should have at least 1 reference cited in proper format.  The reference should be listed near the article.  

· Each student must choose TWO different types of articles to write from the following list:

· Politics and issues of political interest
· Economic concerns
· Cultural news and information (such as food, fashion, music, art,…)
· Sports and Recreation (such as camping, hiking, mountain biking,…)
· Weather which is current (such as recent storms, earthquakes, or tsunamis, do not just write a 5-day weather forecast)
Part B – TEMPO Requirements:

· This section MUST be your original work, yet based on fact.

· The tempo should have at least 1 reference cited in proper format.  

· Each student must choose to complete ONE type from the following list:

· Advertisment (such as a hotel, video game, tv show, car dealership,…)

· Game (such as a wordsearch, crossword puzzle,…)

· Comic or Political Cartoon
· Movie Listing or Review
· Other Original Ideas ( see me for approval 

HINTS:

1. While researching, write a bibliography and find relevant pictures.

2. Proofread all of your work PRIOR to giving it to your editor.

3. Save everything on a disc that the editor will use.

4. Only type in Microsoft Word.
