POSTER ASSIGNMENT
For this assignment you will create a propaganda poster supporting the Union (North) or the Confederacy (South) using Microsoft Publisher.

PLEASE READ THESE DIRECTIONS AND FOLLOW THEM STEP BY STEP.

Step 1: Use the internet and your textbook to research your topic and find pictures and images 

            related to your topic.  Save images by right-clicking on the image and choosing the 

            “disk” from the tool bar that appears.  Name your image and save it to “My Documents”

Step 2: Open Microsoft Publisher in the Microsoft folder on the “RBHS tree”

Step 3: Follow these steps

1. Click on Blank Print Publication (in blue text on lower-left of screen)

2. Go to File and choose Page Setup.  Click on Custom and change the height to 14” and click OK.

3. Go to Arrange and choose Layout Guides.  Reduce all margins down to 0.

4. To insert your images: Go to Insert, choose picture → from file.  Look in “My Documents” and select.

*As you stretch your images, make sure they don’t lose resolution.


5.   To insert text: Click on the big blue “A” on the left side of the screen.  This opens up 

      Word Art.

6.   To color background: Click on Publication Designs on the left side of the screen and 

      choose Background.

Step 4: When you are done, you will print a black and white copy first to see how it looks

1. Go to File and choose print. (make sure you have the 5000 printer selected) 

2. Click on Properties and select the Paper tab.

3. Change the Size to Legal and the Source to Tray 1.  Click OK.

4. Print by clicking OK.

Step 5: To print in color, select the 4600 printer and follow Step 5 again.

Step 6: To save your document, go to File and choose Save As…  Name your file and save it in 

            “My Documents.”

Rules and Suggestions:

1. Your poster must include at least 2 pictures or images. (Make sure they are not blurry.)

2. Make sure any flags are accurate to the time. (Union had 23 or 24 states during war)

3. Your poster must not have spelling errors.

4. Your poster must not have hyphens in your written text. 

5. Your poster must include sufficient information.

6. Your poster should be eye-catching and fill up the page.

7. This poster will be graded tougher than the 1st one.
