Tamika, a fifteen-year-old hearing-impaired girl, Jimmi, an eighteen-year-old veteran who stopped 
taking his antipsychotic medication, and sixteen-year-old Fatima, an illegal immigrant from Africa, meet 
and connect in their Bronx, New York, neighborhood, with devastating results.

Sixteen-year-old Denn finds himself alienating both friends and family when he becomes obsessed with 
playing high-stakes poker with adult gamblers.

Fifteen-year-old Angela Jenkins accepts Shayla Mercer's offer to make sure Angela wins the holiday 
fashion show competition, but she soon learns that the price of instant popularity can be very high.

Three sisters deal with tragedy after the oldest, Elv, who was sexually abused by a stranger as a child, 
succumbs to drug addiction and a mental breakdown, the middle sister, Meg, falls ill, and the youngest, 
Claire, tries to cope with her feelings of guilt over what happened to Elv. 
FIC HOPKINS ELLEN  Identical 
Sixteen-year-old identical twin daughters of a district court judge and a candidate for the United States 
House of Representatives, Kaeleigh and Raeanne Gardella desperately struggle with secrets that have 
already torn them and their family apart. 
FIC KIRN    Thumbsucker 
Justin Cobb has never outgrown his childhood habit of sucking his thumb, until he undergoes a session 
of hypnosis, but even though his thumbsucking is cured, he finds himself fighting an oral fixation that 
leads him into many strange situations.

Marcelo Sandoval, a seventeen-year-old boy on the high-functioning end of the autistic spectrum, faces 
new challenges, including romance and injustice, when he goes to work for his father in the mailroom of 
a corporate law firm.  
FIC STRASSER   If I Grow Up 
Growing up in the inner-city projects, DeShawn is reluctantly forced into the gang world by 
circumstances beyond his control. 
FIC THARP    The Spectacular Now 
In the last months of high school, charismatic eighteen-year-old Sutter Keely lives in the present, staying 
drunk or high most of the time, but that could change when he starts working to boost the self-
confidence of a classmate, Aimee.

Graphic novel – reads right to left. Day Class guardian Yuki Cross learns a secret about the Night Class 
students of the Moon Dormitory after she is attacked by a vampire and two Night students come to her 
rescue, killing their own kind. 
GN FIC HINO   Vampire Knight vol. 3 
Graphic novel – reads right to left. When the Night Class of Cross Academy is brought together to greet 
the senate's oldest vampire, who happens to be Ichijo's grandfather, Ichijo must decide if he will honor 
his grandfather's wishes or inform Yuki, Zero, and Kaname of his true reasons for visiting the school. 
GN FIC SCHWEIZER  Crogan’s Vengeance 
Graphic novel. Chris Schweizer pens the swashbuckling adventures of the "Catfoot" Crogan, who 
abandoned his life as an honest sailor and became a pirate.
