Getting Started with livejournal.com

1.
Go to www.livejournal.com
2.
Click on the word “Create”.

3.
Enter the requested information.  Some notes:

For screenname and password, pick something OTHER than your school id.  Since this is a theoretically public journal, we want to avoid attaching our names to it.

If you do NOT have an e-mail address, you can easily get a free e-mail address via yahoo.com.  See the attached handout.


Be sure to select the “FREE” account!

Be sure to enter in the numbers and letters in the code at the bottom of the screen.  They include this to keep automated services from signing up unethically.

4.
Click “Create Journal”.

5.
At some point, you will have to go to your listed e-mail address.  You will have a welcoming message from livejournal.  Click on the first link in the e-mail to “validate” your address.  Then you are all ready to go!

Go to www.livejournal.com
2.
Login by typing your username and password at the top of the screen.

3.
Under the “Journal” menu at the top of the screen, you can do the following things:

· Update – add a new entry to your blog.

· Recent – see your recent entries.

· Archives – see your very old entries.

· Friends – see your friends’ entries.

4.
Add classmates to your “read” list by using the “Manage” menu and the “Friends” option.

· Type a friend’s username into the first available blank box.
· Choose colors for them if you’d like.

· Click “Save Changes”.

5.
Change the appearance of your blog if you’d like by using the “Manage” menu and the “Customize” option.

· Change “Old system” to “New System” and pick “Change”.

· In Step #1, use the preview link to help you pick a look for your journal.

· In Step #2, use the preview link to help you choose a color theme.

· Be sure to select “Change” when you’ve made your selections.

6.
At the bottom of the screen, you can use the “Modify Journal” link to create “smileys” or little mood pictures to reflect your mood as you read the novel.

7.
Also at the bottom of the screen, you can use the “Links List” link to create links to other web sites.  If you do this, ideally they will be RELATED TO THE NOVEL!  At the very least, they must be SCHOOL APPROPRIATE!
