Process:
1.
Select a topic (see above).

2.
Begin looking for/cataloging informative web sites about your topic.  A good web site should be grammatically written, easy to understand, as factually accurate as possible, formal and academic where possible.

3.
Come up with a list of at least TEN essential questions about your topic.


They should be questions that are ANSWERABLE by your web sites.

A majority of the questions should take SOME writing to answer.  If you want to include simple questions like “When was this author born?”, you can, but go beyond ten questions if that is the case.

4.
Your web page will include:

· A title

· Your name

· Images where appropriate

· At least ten essential questions about your topic

· Answers to those ten questions

· Citations so that we know where your answers came from

· Links to the FIVE best resources on your topic at the bottom of the page.

· Brief notes for EACH resource about what we’ll find there.
