Goal:

One of the struggles that we faced as we began to read Homer’s Odyssey was managing all of the names, historical references, and characters.  By creating OdysseyWeb, we’ll be assisting next year’s students as they approach the same difficulties AND we’ll be demonstrating our knowledge of the text.

Assignment:

Working in pairs, create a single web page about one character or moment from the Odyssey that summarizes the story, makes connections to archetypes and the hero journey, and makes connections to the wider world of myths and allusions.

Instructions:

You will be given ONE character or story section from the Odyssey – selected at random though trades are permissible.

Your final product will be a single web page created using Microsoft FrontPage.

Your page will include:

· A title

· A summary of what happens in your story section or the part your character plays in the Odyssey.

· An analysis of how archetypes and the hero journey are represented in your character or story section – using quotes where appropriate.

· An explanation of where your character/creature/monster has appeared in other myths beyond the Odyssey.

· An explanation of where your character/creature/monster has been alluded to in movies, poems, pop culture, etc.

· Images where appropriate.
